More for Your Money Web Site Training Workshops Scheduled
Having enough money to pay bills and everyday living expenses can be a challenge, especially in today’s economy.  Each decision individuals make about their money and how to spend or save it is so important.  The new More for Your Money website from University of Illinois Extension can help families better understand their money and make decisions about how to use it wisely.  The web site can help individuals think about and set goals, create a spending plan based on personal income and expenses, understand and use credit wisely, manage debt, and save money for unexpected expenses and future goals.

Two, one-day training workshops have been scheduled to learn how to use the “More for Your Money” web site in individual and group settings.  During the hands-on workshops, University of Illinois Extension Consumer and Family Economics Educators will teach participants how to navigate the six sections of the web site.  Suggestions will also be given on how to use the web site with students or clients. 
Teachers, agency personnel, and others who work with individuals and groups in financial management are invited to attend the training.  Training will be held on either June 17 at the Matteson Extension Center, Matteson, IL or July 30 at the Quad-Cities Extension Center, East Moline, IL from 9:30 a.m.-2:30 p.m. each day.  There is no cost for the workshop, as funds are provided through a grant from the Grand Victoria Foundation.  Participants, however, will pay for their travel expenses. 

Space is limited, so registrations will be accepted on a first-come, first-served basis.  The registration deadline for the Matteson workshop is June 10; the deadline for the Quad-Cities workshop is July 23.
